We will be leaving at 9:00 A.M., arriving at the library around 9:15 A.M. and returning to school by 11:30 A.M.   Another date is yet to be scheduled for additional research.


If your family has a Reddick Library card, please send it with your son or daughter so that if there are books available, he or she may check them out to further his/her research at home and school.   It is not, however, a requirement for your child to have a library card.


Your son or daughter may ask you for change to use at the copy machine.  It is $ 0.10 per copy, and they will be allowed to make copies of articles.  They will take notes from the information found in the selections.  If money cannot be provided, we will make sure that they have adequate money to make the necessary copies.


We are excited about this project and are anxious to get started with the research.  If your son or daughter has not talked to you about this project yet, please ask them.  Keep in mind that in March 2012, you will be invited to a live presentation of “Extraordinary People’s Stamp on History.
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
