Superintendent

A. Budget updates- The state is proposing to pay the ROEs from the corporation personal property replacement tax, which will be taking away money from the local tax income. The governor is also proposing to do away with transportation paid by the state. This is a strategy for the state to take money away from rural districts and give more money to urban areas. 
B. Levy- The rate will be going down and we are not sure how much. The EAV will be constant but the tax rate will be lower. 
C. Life Safety- Life Safety fund is down due to having work done and there will be more to come. The goal is to finish the windows during winter break but it is not likely. It will be more likely that it will be finished during spring break.   
D.  Transportation- This fund is down due to the state being behind on its payments. The state owes $28,000 to Rutland School. If Rutland receives 3 out of the 4 payments the state owes we will be doing well, due to budgeting on only receiving 2 payment..  
E.   Treasurer- The board treasurer will be retiring after 40 years of service. We will need to find a replacement. 
F.   Convention-.
a. The consolidation meeting informed the participants that the schools that did consolidate did not save money. In the end it cost the districts more money.
b. The Dueling Apps meeting was informative and Linda Backos will forward the notes she took during the meeting to other board members.
H.  Other- A grant was awarded to Rutland for $12,800 to purchase about 20 new IPADs. Mike Matteson mentioned that we should purchase an extra 10 for a better price.
