1. Call to order- The meeting was called to order by Board President Linda Backos 6:00 p.m

Superintendent

A. Budget updates- The state paid all of last year’s money that was due. Expenditures are up a little in Oct. due to the IRS bill. We have not received money this year from the state for transportation, but overall the budget is looking good.

B. Life Safety- Bid opening occurred and we had four bids. The low bid was from Kroll Window Company.  They will try to do it over winter break. To include blinds in the window, it will be $4,100 to the bid. The air conditioning bids were too high due to our time line.
C. Tentative levy- The levy is projected to be down 3.5% from last year. The overall EAV was down.  
D. TIF - Expansion of the canal TIF will likely get approved. The total tax will be about $9,400 for the life of the TIF. Heritage Harbor gave $29,000 for impact fees that they owed to bring the grand total to $50,000 we have received from them.
