1. Call to order- The meeting was called to order by Board President Linda Backos at 6:02
2. Roll call –Board present: John Jones, Mark Gualandri, Linda Backos, Dan Wisneski, John Maynard, and Janet Meyer
3. Approval of minutes- John Maynard made a motion to approve the minutes for Sept. 21 meeting but with a few changes to the first paragraph and to the visitor’s list. John Jones seconded it. Motion passed unanimously.

a. Student of Month- Carter Gualandri was presented as the Oct. Student of the Month
b. Auditor’s report- Pat Nato presented the auditor’s report. The audit went well, an Dawn Girka did a great job doing the books this year. The report was filed with the state board. 
5. Treasurer’s report- The checking account is lower due to transferring money into higher interest investments. Motion was made by John Jones to approve the treasurer’s report and seconded by Janet Meyer. The report passed unanimously.
6. Payment of bills- Motion was made by John Jones to approve the payment of bills and seconded by Mark Gualandri. The report passed unanimously.

a. Budget Updates- The checking account is lower due to transferring money into higher interest investments.

d. Life safety-About 5 firms stopped by to view the premises to bid on the windows. The blinds in the windows are being set as a bid alternate. If they start a window in the day they must finish it the same day or otherwise they will need to board it up.  
e. TIF updates- Joint review board met and the meeting ran over and was continued for Oct. 21. The East TIF will expire 2017 which will lead to an increase in funds for Rutland Grade School.
f. Snow removal bids- Received one bid. The bid was from the company that did it last year and gave the same price. Larry Duffell was happy with their performance.
g. Other- The consolidation committee set up by the state is now being called Classroom First Commission. The parent representative is from a PAC group instead of being a representative from the state PTA.
